Short project description: 

»PLOTKI – rumours from around the bloc« is an international magazine project focused on culture and society of Central and Eastern Europe. PLOTKI is created by a unique network of young authors, photographers, illustrators, artists and designers from Poland, Czech Republic, Germany, Hungary, Lithuania, Slovakia, Croatia and Romania. 

Aim of the project:

PLOTKI is more than a magazine: It is a Central/Eastern European network that represents a unique transnational platform for people interested in a different perspective on culture and society in Central and Eastern Europe. 

The aims of PLOTKI are (1) to improve Communication and understanding between different European cultures and societies; (2) to offer volunteers an opportunity to improve their journalistic, web, photography and publishing skills; and (3) to bring the volunteers together to  learn about the »Plotki countries« on the spot.

PLOTKI has published five issues on the following themes: »Parallel Worlds«, »Failed Projects«, »Playgrounds«, »Normality« and »Efficiency« (online issue). The international seminars took place in Berlin, Warsaw, Brno, Szymbark (Poland) and Selistat (Romania).
